If resource cannot return to their home duty station prior to 2200 (10:00PM) on day of departure from the Georgia LSA, a rest stop has been coordinated by the resource leader.
 FORMCHECKBOX 

Resource personnel have been debriefed by LSA staff prior to departure.  The de-briefing included:

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Confirmation of travel arrangements.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Review of individual responsibilities for demobilization.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Ensure any issued equipment for the incident is returned and all documentation is completed and submitted as required.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Requirement to advise home state EMA of method of travel, point of departure, destination and estimated time of arrival at home station.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Requirement to notify the Requesting Sate and Assisting State EMA (EMAC A Team/Mutual Aid Team) of safe arrival at home station upon return.
